Artificial intelligence has become an indispensable tool for writers, and the good news is that you don’t have to pay to get high-quality editing help. The major AI platforms—ChatGPT, Microsoft Copilot, Google Gemini, and X’s Grok—each offer free versions with different strengths and limitations. This guide gives you a clear, updated comparison so you can choose the right tool for your writing workflow.

1. ChatGPT (Free Version)
Best for: Short chapters, blog posts, rewriting, brainstorming
Model: GPT-5 (with fallback to GPT-5 Mini when usage caps are reached)
What It Can Do
· Handles about 1,500 words total per request (your text + its response)
· Unlimited messaging, but may switch to a smaller model after heavy use
· Strong at rewriting, polishing, and clarifying short pieces
· Good at tone adjustments, grammar, and structure
· Can continue long text in chunks if you feed it section by section
Limitations
· Cannot process long manuscripts in one pass
· Will shorten or skip text if the input exceeds its limit
· No image generation in the free tier
· No file uploads or advanced tools
Ideal for: Writers who want quick edits on short sections or blog-length content.

2. Microsoft Copilot (Free Version)
Best for: Long documents, full-chapter editing, summarizing large files
Model: GPT-5 with Microsoft enhancements
What It Can Do
Microsoft has published clear guidelines for document handling:
· Summaries: Up to ~80,000 words
· Rewrites: Up to ~3,000 words with high quality
· Q&A about documents: Up to ~7,500 words
· Works inside Word, PowerPoint, and the web version
· Handles long uploads better than any other free AI editor
Limitations
· For very long documents, Copilot focuses on the beginning and end, skipping the middle
· Cannot target specific page ranges
· Rewrite quality drops above 3,000 words
Ideal for: Authors, students, and professionals working with long chapters or full manuscripts.

3. Google Gemini (Free Version)
Best for: Occasional deep edits, large single-pass context
Model: Gemini 2.5 Pro (limited access)
What It Can Do
Google’s published limits include:
· 5 prompts per day using Gemini 2.5 Pro
· 32,000-token context window (~24,000–26,000 words)
· 100 image generations per day
· 20 audio overviews per day
· 5 Deep Research reports per month
Limitations
· The strict 5-prompt daily limit makes it impractical for ongoing editing
· Deep Research is heavily restricted
· Large context window is useful, but you can only use it a few times per day
Ideal for: Writers who need occasional, high-quality edits on long sections.

4. X’s Grok (Free Version)
Best for: Quick rewrites, short edits, casual use
Model: Grok 3 (full Grok 4 requires paid subscription)
What It Can Do
· 10 text prompts every 2 hours
· 10 image generations every 2 hours
· 3 image analyses per day
· Good for short editing tasks and quick rewrites
· Strong reasoning for short text
Limitations
· Not suitable for long manuscripts
· Very small usage window
· No video generation
· Free tier does not include full Grok 4 capabilities
Ideal for: Light editing and quick questions.
